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Hello,
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November is traditionally the month of remembering. Even though our memorial service is at the end of October this year, we still have Remembrance Day coming up. There are so many ways in which we can remember those we have loved, but this year I would like to offer you a very practical way in which you might like to remember and to help the church at the same time. It all began with a handkerchief.

If you look closely at the window just above the piano in church, not far from the organ, you will see that it is decorated in an unusual way. It almost looks as if someone has stuffed a hankie into the side of it. Which is because that is exactly what we have done, at the choir practice when we realised that we could see quite a sizeable chunk of daylight through the sandstone window surround. That window is now known as the Ron’s Hankie Window.  If only the problem was localised to one window. But it is not.

For the past couple of years, we have known that there were problems with the stonework and the glass in church, but it has taken us a very long time to get proper costings for the work. It looks as if those costs will be in the region of £92,000 plus VAT. 
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We are currently looking at grants towards the costs, but we are hoping that lots of people in the parish might like to contribute as a memorial to someone special. The idea would be that we would have a book put together which would list the donors and who the donation was remembering (but not the amounts!) 

There are all kinds of options here. Someone might want to sponsor a full window, either the glass or the stonework or both, with amounts varying depending on how much work the window required. Or there might be a group that wanted to sponsor a window. Or someone might just want to make a small donation towards some of the work.

If you feel able to help at all, we would be delighted to hear from you.
