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Selm Scout Camp

On Sunday 20th August, a group of 20 left Harrington to spend a week camping in Germany. We were a mixture of Scouts, Explorers and leaders from Harrington Scout Group – some were apprehensive but most were excited. We were going to join our German friends in a camp to celebrate 40 years of Scouting in Selm (Workington’s twin town). The Selm Scouts first visited West Cumbria in 2012 and the camp this year was the fourth exchange visit we have shared since then. 

 “Come and join us” they emailed last November - “we will provide the tents and the cooking.” So we booked our flights, packed our bags (no more than 22kg for a week camping is not easy) and off we went. 

We spent the first morning exploring the city of Dusseldorf before travelling to Selm. On arrival we were greeted by over 80 German scouts, including Cubs, Scouts, Rovers, Leaders and Gnomey. The last time the Selm Scouts visited Harrington, they “stole” our mascot – a 3 foot female gnome (she was an Asda special!) She took pride of place right in the middle of the camp site!  It was really good to see the scouts mixing with their German friends who they had met 2 years ago back in Workington within minutes of arriving. 

Throughout the week the scouts took part in a variety of activities including a treasure hunt bike ride, rock climbing, swimming (at least they got a wash), rafting, night watch and trips to Kettlerhof amusement park and the city of Munster.  McKenzie said ‘It was amazing, we packed so much into the week, and it was great to get to do things with the German Scouts! They’re English is fantastic, I’ll definitely be trying harder so I can speak to them the next time they visit.” 

The main reason for the camp however was celebrated in style on the Friday night when it was all hands on deck to get ready for the party to celebrate 40 years of scouting in Selm. We were joined by 200 guests (parents, friends, past scouts and local dignitaries ) and the evening was celebrated in style with a live band, disco and currywurst – it was certainly a night to remember.

During the week we were invited to join a promise ceremony. In Germany, the scouts write their own promise which is added to as they get older and move up to each section. A particular highlight was witnessing two of the Rover Scouts making their final promise (in German and English) as they became leaders.  100 Scouts stood around the camp fire as they told us about their Scouting adventures and what they have achieved over the years. It was very special and obviously meant a lot to them.

On the final day, the end of the camp was celebrated with a short Service where the scouts gave thanks for a brilliant week. It was an opportunity for the Harrington Scouts to share their appreciation with the Selm Scouts. Gifts were exchanged – our  Scouts had made 60 woggles for the  German Scouts and we were given special  40 years anniversary  Selm T shirts (at least we then had clean T shirts to travel home in!) 

A week after leaving Harrington, 21 very tired Scouts returned home – we also managed to find a little spare luggage space for a 3 foot gnome! We had a fantastic week and made many, many memories. 

Plans are already in place for a return visit from the Germans in 2019 when the scouts look forward to welcoming their friends from Germany back for another adventure packed week.  
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Our last supper in camp – half a chicken each cooked in huge hole in the ground – delicious!
