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Dear everyone,
Were you looking forward to an Indian Summer in September? If so, it has not quite gone according to plan. I am not sure what particular storm is raging outside the window right now, but it is very wet and windy, and we are long past Storm Ali. What I do know is that this will be battering the beans which are still growing in my garden, and will knock the rest of the plums off the tree.

This has been a summer of extremes as far as the weather is concerned, and, as we celebrate harvest, some crops have done well and some have not. For the apple lovers amongst us, it has been a great year. I have just come back from Riding Mill where we were staying at the retreat house for Newcastle and Durham dioceses. There were so many fallen apples in the orchard that you literally had to walk over them to get back to the house. But we are told that some things will be more expensive this year, because it was too dry early in the season, when we were under threat of a hosepipe ban.

The quality and quantity of crops grown each year is weather dependant, something that is becoming more clear with the changes in climate. We cannot guarantee what will grow, or what will be blown over. 

In that uncertainty, perhaps the ancient celebration of harvest, and the thanksgiving for crops safely gathered in, is more relevant than might have seemed the case in recent years. We are more thankful when we know that there was some uncertainty, when we know that we came close to that hosepipe ban and when we realise that a good harvest is not guaranteed.
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We invite you to join us as we say thank you for the food we grow and eat. And we invite you to bring a gift of thanksgiving, be it fresh fruit and vegetables or tins. Those gifts will be used either for the foodbank or to support the Bishop’s Harvest Appeal. Either way, our thanksgiving will be used to pass on a blessing to those who need it more than we do. We invite you to be part of that blessing.
