A week later, as we give thanks for those who have lost their lives through warfare, we remember in particular this year the end of the First World War. At 11am on November 11th, exactly one hundred years after the war ended, we will be silent.

There has been so much publicity around this year’s anniversary, made more poignant by the “there but not There” figures in the church. I started to think about who those figures represent. We did not just lose a generation, but we lost the generations unborn as a result of their deaths. My grandfather was in the First World War. My mother and two of her three brothers were born only because he came back from that war. That means I owe my life to his return. For millions of men, the families they might have had never happened. So the missing soldier can be seen as whole families, not just individuals.

Who knows what we have missed because those generations were not born? As we remember the lost, this would be a great time to build bridges with those who are still alive but who we have lost touch with, or perhaps fallen out with. Because who knows what we are missing out on in those relationships? Who knows what friendship we could be enjoying?

Reconciliation with family and friends would be a positive outcome as we honour those caught up in the human tragedy that finally ended one hundred years ago.

BOOK CLUB
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Do you enjoy reading and like to have a chat about the books you read? If you do then our Book Club is just for you. We meet in the Church Hall every other month after Soup on Saturday. The next meeting is on Saturday 10th November 2018 at 1.00pm and the book we are discussing is ‘The proof of love’ by Catherine Hall.
Talk by Mr Rae McGrath: Wednesday 8th November
Rae has worked as a humanitarian specialist in conflict, post-conflict and natural emergency response for more than thirty years. He founded the Mines Advisory Group, originally based in Cockermouth, and was a founder member of the International Campaign to Ban Landmines (ICBL) and delivered the Nobel Lecture when it was awarded the 1997 Nobel Peace Prize. In early 2013 he became Director of Mercy Corps’ programmes in North Syria and Turkey, responsible for the biggest international cross-border food aid programme, delivering regular food and other life-sustaining aid to civilians who were displaced or trapped in besieged cities such as eastern Aleppo. In 2017 McGrath returned to West Cumbria to focus on writing, training and advocacy to improve the response to the needs of civilian in war zones.

There is an amazing opportunity to hear Rae speak in Workington at St Mary’s Westfield as he addresses an open meeting of Solway Deanery Synod on Wednesday 8th November 6.30 for 7pm. 
A Callaway in training.

I’m now five weeks into my two year training course to become a priest. This involves studying eight degree level units, four each year to compliment the units I had covered during my reader training. Six of the units are covered in seven evening tutorials and a day school per unit. They are assessed by two assessments for each unit. The other two units are done during the six residential weekends at Rydal Hall that happen each year. That will keep me pretty busy as the units need fifteen to twenty hours study per week! To help me get a little time for the study I have become a part time teacher working three days a week, lucky Carol.

I also have to go on placement to another church this year and a placement next year to something different like a chaplaincy. So when these are on I will be missing from St Mary’s for a few weeks. 

Where does all the training lead? If I pass the course I will be ordained a deacon in May 2020 and ordained priest in 2021. The plan is to stay here in Harrington and be a self-supporting (unpaid) priest. During my curacy working in the Workington mission community three days a week and teaching three days a week. Well that’s what I think but we will have to see what God thinks about this plan as ultimately it is what God wants that will deliver the best for us.

Don’t forget their loneliness

As autumn begins to head towards winter, spare a thought for any older person in our community who has been bereaved. They may be struggling with some depression just now.

A recent study has found that older bereaved people, particularly those aged over 85, are four times more likely to experience depression than those who have not lost a partner.  Yet they are less likely to be referred to bereavement support than people who are younger.

Each year about 192,000 older people are bereaved, and about 106,000 become depressed. This figure is likely to rise sharply as the population ages, according to a report Good Grief, which has been published by the older people’s charity Independent Age.

Nearly one third of bereaved people aged over 65 describe themselves as very lonely, compared with just five per cent of people of the same age who have not lost their partner.

So why not spare a thought for anyone you know in this position, and consider paying them a friendly visit, or inviting them over to your house for tea.
Diary of Momentous Year - November 1918  
When the Boys Came Home 
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By Autumn 1918 it was obvious that the war was coming to an end, Germany was clearly beaten, but no one had actually won. The front line was more or less as it had been for years, but after Amiens the Germans knew that this was a conflict they could never win. High level discussions took place, while in Britain the public mood was surprisingly optimistic. ‘There’s a silver lining’, the songs said. ‘Keep the home fires burning till the boys come home’. 
When an ‘Armistice’ was announced, there was euphoria. No more killing, the guns silenced. Peace at last!

‘Armistice' was a new word for most people – not a peace treaty or settlement (that would follow a conference in Paris the following January), but simply a laying down of arms, but for many that was enough for now. ‘No more killing’, they declared. Most of the boys did come home, but tens of thousands didn’t. We have tended to judge the first World War by the numbers involved – and they are appalling, but each casualty was also someone’s personal loss, as I learnt in my first parish. 
It was a rural village near Oxford. Each month I took Communion to an elderly woman known to everyone as Kim. She was in her nineties and had been a teenager during the Great War. Her two brothers were serving on the Western Front. A few days before the Armistice the post office motor-cyclist delivered the telegram they had been dreading, one of the boys had been killed in action.  A week or so later, after the fighting had stopped, the same messenger returned, with the same message about her other brother. As she told me of it, 70 years after the event, her eyes filled with tears.  That was the true price of war, and when I share the silence on Remembrance Day it is her and those two young men I think of, not the million others from many nations who fell in that terrible conflict.

My father enlisted to join in ‘the war to end all wars’. It didn’t, of course. Twenty-one years later it all started again. War doesn’t end wars. True peace does.
