No, because as we enjoy the security that Easter gives us for the future, we are invited to join in the work that Jesus began on earth, the work of loving God and neighbour, the work of turning the corrupt values of the world upside down. We are invited to show love and generosity to both friend and  stranger, to look for the best in each other. We are invited to be so sure of God’s love for us that we are prepared to show risky love to our community.

At Easter, God showed us his love, his ever giving and total love for each one of us. How might we pass that on to the community around us and further afield? If we do pass it on, that would make Easter 2019 as revolutionary as that first Easter. Dare we do it?
