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Dear everyone,

I am writing this during the week after Easter, and reflecting on what we have just celebrated and what we have just witnessed on the news. The two are so far apart.

In one of the prayers that we use at Communion, we use the words “He opened his arms of love upon the cross”. At the heart of the Easter message, there is love, the love which meant that Jesus was willing to die for us, and the love of His Father which brought him back from death. Added to that is God’s loving welcome to all who choose to come to Him.

As we have celebrated that message, we have watched as a young journalist was shot dead in Northern Ireland, and then seen carnage on Easter Sunday, as churches and luxury hotels were targeted by suicide bombers in Sri Lanka. The stories of those who died are heart-breaking. What have we learnt of love in the past two thousand years? Very little, it would seem.

The problem is that the Christian message only has power as it is lived out, and it only has power as it is lived out in love. Church should never be about anything else apart from loving God with all our hearts and souls and minds and strength and loving each other, as Jesus loved us. It only works if we allow Jesus to have his say in our lives as well as in our church.

From May 30th to June 9th, there is a national initiative of prayer called Thy Kingdom Come. It has happened for a few years now, the idea being that for those days leading up to Pentecost, we actually pray for God’s kingdom, for us to do things His way, not ours. Please join us as we mark those days, and every day, by praying Thy Kingdom Come, Lord, so that the hatred will cease.
